Regular expressions allow complex strings of text to be defined for searching, replacing or other
manipulation.

Some examples from Wikipedia: * the sequence of characters “car” in any context, such as “car”,
“cartoon”, or “bicarbonate” * the word “car” when it appears as an isolated word * the word “car” when
preceded by the word “blue” or “red” * a dollar sign immediately followed by one or more digits, and
then optionally a period and exactly two more digits
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The speaker will describe regular expressions, what they are used for and give examples suitable for
beginners to advanced.
